     WHEREAS:  Zonta International worldwide has selected the eradication of violence against women of all generations as its primary service focus locally

     BE IT RESOLVED therefore that:                                          
      1. Zonta International, utilizing its membership and drawing upon diverse international expertise and  resources, will develop strategies to eradicate 
violence against women. 
      2. Zontians in their clubs will select issues of concern and generate a plan of action for their summit  meetings. 
      3. Zonta International regional summit meetings will include all concerned members of the community, government agencies, organizations and 
associations, recognizing that violence against women is an issue that effects mankind.
