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2007 District | Spring Retreat
Workshop Report - June 17, 2007

At the 2007 Spring Retreats in Maine and Nova Scotia a workshop
entitled “Bridging the Generations” was presented. Cheryl
Dorfman, District | Chairperson of the 2006 — 2008 Leadership
Development Committee submitted the 2007 District | Spring
Retreat Workshop Report that was sent to club members via
email.

The following is a summary of the strategies that are
recommended for Zonta Clubs to undertake to improvement
current club functioning. Governor Lynn Goodhue first presented
concepts of intergenerational differences and then participants had
two opportunities throughout the day to work in groups on:

* Recognizing the challenges and benefits of intergenerational
differences

* Focusing on identifying barriers that may inhibit recruitment of
younger members

* Developing strategies and action plans to address overcoming
those barriers

Each group then determined a list of strategies or action plans
clubs could undertake to overcome the stated barriers and make
improvements on current club functioning. The following is a
summary of these strategies.

Greater stress on international focus of Zonta: Have an
AREA IV Meeting for recruitment at Anthony’s Restaurant in
Malden on first Thursday in October 2007 (will serve as meeting

for all clubs for that month). Include printed ZI Materials, Speakers:

Invite Betty Jane Bourdon and Amelia Earhart Scholars studying in
Area. Each club will provide one auction item

Form Committee — 2 members (one new and one veteran)

from each club to meet over the summer, plan function details, design
and distribute advertising flier, etc.

Goal: Total of 10 new members for area clubs

Increase Publicity: Purchase a subscription to Zontian magazine
for local libraries, provide labels to indicate the issues are donation
of the local club; offer to do educational program at library in
afternoon for girls/women on a topic relative to a ZI effort

Board, publicity, service, membership committees, individual members
Goal: Increased club visibility and increased membership

Increase focus on Service: Discuss service at every meeting:
Use ZI projects information provided to presidents and
information in Zontian magazine as background: Service Committee
Goal: Keep focus on service aspect of our mission

Regular publicity in local media centers on service
project(s): Send articles about Zonta to e-commerce association
Publicity Committee with input from Service Committee

Godl: is to increase membership and donations to ZI and

local projects

Mentor training: Assign a mentor to every new member (not
the person who brought them into the club Membership
Committee; mentors accountable to Committee for follow through
Goal: Increase member retention

Track new member attendance and satisfaction
Membership Committee Goals: Increase member retention;
evaluate club activity

Track those who do not join: Why? Stay in touch with
those who may change mind.

Membership Committee ~ Goal: Future Recruitment

Have a session each year to set club goals for year
(could be a retreat); take meeting time each month to
discuss progress toward goals attainment; have a
strategic plan for club meetings; club membership
Recruitment Board plans and membership participates;
committees provide follow-up
